Hamas, which attacked Israel with the Agsa Flood
operation on October 7, was on the world agen-
da. Hamas, which means the Islamic Resistance
Movement, is an organization founded in 1987
during the First Intifada. Officially established in
1987, the history of the organization dates back
much further.

The origins of Hamas are based on the tradition
of the Muslim Brotherhood. In this respect, the
roots of Hamas date back to the founding of the
Brotherhood Movement in Egypt in 1928 by a
teacher named Hasan al-Banna. The Brother-

Hamas temelde prensiplerini Islam gelenegine
gore yorumlamakta ve belirlemektedir. Thvan ile
birlikte Hamas Kudiiste onlarca sube agmuistir.
Sosyal ve dini alanlarda ¢aligmalar yapmis ve bu
calismalarla Filistin halkini egitip yeni bir Islami
nesil yetistirmek istemislerdir. Ayrica ‘gelecekteki
catismalar icin kusaklar yetistiriyoruz’ demisler-
dir.

Filistin ve Israil iligkilerine bakildiginda ise; Israil
1967 yilinda, Alt1 Giin Savaslarr'yla Gazze ve Bati
Seria’y1 ele gecirmistir. Hamas ve Thvan bu dé-
nemde savagmak yerine camilerde Islami bilinci
yitkseltmeyi amaglamislardir. Ayrica sosyal alan-
lara da odaklanmuglardir. Universitelerde, saglik
ocaklarinda, okullarda, 6grenci kuliiplerinde ¢a-
lismalar yapmislardir. Ayni zamanda Hamas'tan
ideolojik olarak farkli olan Fetih orgiitii de Filis-
tin halk: tarafindan seviliyordu. Sekiiler milliyetci
olan Fetih 6rgiitii, bu savastan sonra Israile karsi
gerilla savasi uygulamistir. Bdylece toplumdaki
gogunluk Fetih orgiitiinii benimsemis ve Filis-
tin'in kurtulusu i¢in tek carenin savasmak oldu-
gunu diisiinmistiir.

hood, a universal movement, is known as the
largest Islamic movement in this age. The struc-
ture of this movement is to interpret all aspects
related to faith, society, education, law, culture,
ideas, art, public and private life according to Is-
lamic concepts. Aiming to revive Islam all over
the world, the Brotherhood communicated with
people through this movement that spread to var-
ious parts of the world. Communication with Pal-
estine was first established in 1935 when Hasan
al-Banna sent his brother Abdurrahman al-Ban-
na to Palestine. Therefore, Hamas represents the
Palestinian branch of the Muslim Brotherhood
Movement.

Hamas basically interprets and determines its
principles according to Islamic tradition. Along
with the Brotherhood, Hamas opened dozens of
branches in Jerusalem. They carried out studies in
social and religious fields and through these stud-
ies they wanted to educate the Palestinian people
and raise a new Islamic generation. They also said,
'we are training generations for future conflicts.'

When we look at the relations between Palestine
and Israel; In 1967, Israel captured Gaza and the
West Bank in the Six-Day War. During this period,
instead of fighting, Hamas and the Brotherhood
aimed to raise Islamic awareness in mosques.
They also focused on social areas. They worked in
universities, health centers, schools and student
clubs. At the same time, the Fatah organization,
which was ideologically different from Hamas,
was also loved by the Palestinian people. The sec-
ular nationalist Fatah organization implemented
guerrilla warfare against Israel after this war. Thus,
the majority in the society adopted the Fatah or-
ganization and thought that the only solution for
the liberation of Palestine was to fight. From an-
other perspective Hamas was very different from
Fatah in both ideology and purpose. Thus, Pales-
tine was also in conflict within itself.

The period of civil resistance movement known
as the First Intifada began in 1987, when an Is-
raeli truck driver drove into Palestinian workers
at a checkpoint in Gaza, killing them. The Pales-
tine Liberation Organization(PLO) was under the
control of the nationalist, secular and left-leaning
Fatah. For this reason, the Brotherhood and Ha-
mas did not want to join the PLO. The Brother-
hood and Hamas had gained the sympathy of the
Palestinian people with the social aid and work
they had done until this period. However, they
feared that if they did not join this movement,
they would lose the sympathy and trust of the
people.

Brotherhood leaders, who did not want to join
the Fatah controlled PLO, officially established
the Hamas organization on December 9, 1987.
Hamas announced in a statement that they par-
ticipated in the demonstrations and the Intifada
against the Israeli occupation on December 14,
1987.

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Sheikh Ahmed Yasin, the leader of the organiza-
tion, stated in their first declaration in 1988 that
their aim was to ‘establish an Islamic Palestinian
state. In this process, the Fatah organization ac-
cepted the existence of the State of Israel and en-
tered into the Oslo and Madrid Peace process with
Israel. During this time, Hamas did not attend
the meetings. Article 13 of the 1988 Hamas Pact
states: Attempts to resolve the Palestine issue, so
called peaceful solutions and international con-
ferences are contrary to the beliefs of the Islam-
ic Resistance Movement. Because compromising
any part of Palestine means compromising a part
of religion’. As can be seen from this statement,
Hamas has clearly stated that it will not accept any
permanent peace agreement with Israel. While
the Fatah organization has weakened, Hamas's
violent attacks against Israel have strengthened it
even further. Fatah has not been able to overcome
the bond that Hamas has established with the so-
cial aid it has provided to the people for years.

Hamas established the organization's armed
wing, the Izz al-Din al-Qassam Brigades, in 1991.
Especially after Hamas's first suicide car bombing
against Israel in 1994, the USA put pressure on
Fatah. After this, armed conflicts between Hamas
and Fatah started.

In 2000, the II. Intifada period, or Al-Agsa, start-
ed with the visit of Ariel Sharon, one of the lead-
ers of the Israeli opposition Likud Party, to the
Haram Ash-Sharif in Old Jerusalem. During this
period, both Israel and Hamas targeted and killed
civilians. In 2004, the founder of Hamas, Sheikh
Ahmed Yasin, was killed by Israel.

Israel withdrew from the Gaza Strip in 2005. Ha-
mas, which boycotted the Oslo agreement and
thought it was Israel's initiative, participated in
the local elections and won the elections with
great success in the 2006 elections.However, al-
though Hamas won the elections, Hamas was pre-
vented from ruling Palestine by both external ac-

West Bank region. In this process, Israel blockad-
ed Gaza. Hamas tried to bypass Israel's blockade
with underground tunnels and used these tunnels
to smuggle food, medicine, money and weapons
into Gaza.

In the 2000s, violent attacks and operations con-
tinued mutually. Dozens of suicide attacks were
carried out and rockets were constantly launched
from Gaza to Israel. Additionally, a tunnel net-
work extending from Gaza to Egypt and attack

In addition, the European Union
and the USA, the United Kingdom, Canada and
Australia also recognize Hamas as a terrorist or-
ganization.

Traumatic events that nations have experienced
throughout history significantly change the so-
ciocultural structure of these nations. Although
these traumatic events are mostly geographically
based, there are many nations that have disap-
peared or are close to being destroyed due to reli-
gious reasons. Slavs, Turks, Persians are examples
of nations that generally experienced the trauma
of geographically based occupation and extinc-
tion. However, Jews were regularly in danger of
extinction in almost every period of historical
times and were forcibly exiled from their lands
many times.

The Assyrians, who grew stronger in the north,
on the banks of the Tigris, set their sights on the
Kingdoms of Israel in the south. In 722 BCE,
King Shalmaneser V of Assyria besieged the cap-
ital of the northern Kingdom of Israel, Samaria.
The siege of Samaria lasted for several years, and
eventually, in 722-721 BCE, the city fell to the As-
syrians under King Sargon II. This event, marked
the end of the northern Kingdom of Israel. After
the capture of Samaria, the Assyrians deported
a significant portion of the Israelite population,
particularly the elite and skilled individuals, to
various regions within the Assyrian Empire. To
prevent rebellions and integrate conquered peo-
ples into their empire, the Assyrians implemented
a policy of population displacement.

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The Assyrian exile had a lasting impact on the
identity and history of the Jewish people. It con-
tributed to the theological reflections found in the
Hebrew Bible regarding the reasons for the fall of
Israel and the importance of obedience to God's
commandments. The idea of the Lost Tribes be-
came a prominent theme in Jewish folklore and
later contributed to various historical and specu-
lative narratives.

The second exile the Jews had experienced hap-
pened nearly 130 years later after the Assyrian ex-
ile. The Babylonian Exile, also known as the Bab-
ylonian Captivity or the Babylonian Captivity of
the Jews, was a significant period in ancient Jew-
ish history that lasted from 586 BCE to 538 BCE.
This exile marked the deportation of the people
of the Kingdom of Judah to Babylon following
the conquest of Jerusalem by the Babylonian king
Nebuchadnezzar II. One of the most significant
events during the Babylonian conquest was the
destruction of Solomon's Temple, also known as
the First Temple, which had been a central reli-

In response to the Edict of Cyrus, a group of Jews,
led by figures like Zerubbabel and Joshua the
High Priest, returned to Jerusalem. They under-
took the task of rebuilding the Temple, known as
the Second Temple, which was completed in 516

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The third exile happened nearly 560 years after
the Babylonian Exile by Romans. In 70 CE, the
Roman legions, led by Titus, besieged and cap-
tured Jerusalem, resulting in the destruction of
the Second Temple. This event was a catastrophic
moment in Jewish history, as the Temple held cen-
tral importance in Jewish religious practices. The
loss of the Temple had profound religious, cultur-
al, and social implications for the Jewish people.
The destruction of the Temple is often considered
a form of exile in the sense that it marked the end
of centralized worship in Jerusalem. With the
annihilation of Temple, the practice of Judaism
shifted to decentralized worship in synagogues, a
significant transformation in Jewish religious life.
The Bar Kokhba Revolt, led by Simon bar Kokh-
ba, was a Jewish rebellion against Roman rule in
the land of Israel between 132 and 136 CE. The
revolt initially showed some success, but the Ro-
man Empire, under Emperor Hadrian, eventually
crushed the rebellion. After suppressing the Bar
Kokhba Revolt, Hadrian took punitive measures
against the Jewish population. Jerusalem was re-
built as a Roman city called Aelia Capitolina, and
Jews were banned from entering the city. The
province of Judea was renamed Syria Palaestina,
which was seen as an attempt to erase Jewish his-
torical ties to the land.

Jews faced numerous expulsions and persecutions
also in Europe. In the 15th century, the Spanish
Inquisition resulted in the expulsion of Jews from
Spain in 1492. Similar events occurred in other
European countries. These forced migrations led
to the formation of new Jewish communities and
caused the dispersion of Jewish populations. The
Holocaust during World War 11, orchestrated by
Nazi Germany, led to the systematic genocide of
six million Jews. This serious tragedy had a pro-
found impact on the Jewish population. Families
were decimated, and even communities were de-
stroyed. The Holocaust has left an indelible mark
on Jewish memory and identity, shaping the com-

All these series of events that happened to the
Jews must have increased the fear of extinction in
the Jewish community to a level never seen in the
world.

Among the Muslim-majority countries, Turkey
was one of the first countries to recognize Israel in
1949. Bilateral relations between Turkey and Isra-
el have played an important role in the region due
to regional instability in the Middle East. These
two countries, which are of great importance for
the Middle East, have tried to maintain their rela-
tions on this issue.

Relations fluctuated until the 2008-2009 Isra-
el-Gaza war. Later, as a result of the Israeli attack
on the cruise ship Mavi Marmara, which set out
from Turkey on May 31, 2010, Turkish citizens
lost their lives and bilateral relations came to a
halt after this attack. As of 2011, relations have
declined and military cooperation with Israel has
been suspended.

The diplomatic crisis after this period contin-
ued to escalate, and at a United Nations meeting
held in Vienna on March 1, 2013, Recep Tayyip
Erdogan defined Zionism as a "crime against hu-
manity". Thereupon, Shimon Peres said that what
Erdogan said was ignorant and provoked hatred.

An agreement was reached on 26 June 2016 to
normalize bilateral relations. Our bilateral re-
lations with Israel, which have returned to their
usual functioning as a result of the agreement,
have entered a sensitive period again, similar to
the period after the Mavi Marmara incident, as

With
the accession of Isaac Herzog to the Presidency
of Israel, bilateral relations progressed positively
and an ambassador was appointed between the
two countries as of August 17, 2022.

The most current event affecting Tiirkiye-Isra-
el relations is the Gaza War. The war started on
October 7, 2023, when Hamas attacked Israel and
Israel responded disproportionately to this attack.
On the same day, Israeli Prime Minister Netanya-
hu made a statement on social media stating that
Israel was now at war.

After the normalization process that started be-
tween Turkey and Israel, people were wondering
whether bilateral relations would change with the
outbreak of this war. In the first statement made
by Turkey, it was stated that any intervention tar-
geting civilians would not be accepted. After Is-

At the same time, Turkey
remained in constant communication with state
officials in the region in case the conflict could
spread. In another statement made by Foreign
Minister Fidan, Turkey stated that there would be
a guarantor for Palestine, but another state could

Despite all these reactions and
objections, the Republic of Turkey's trade with Is-
rael continues.

The Israel-Palestine problem hasn't been unre-
solved for years with its historical and religious
background. A complex situation has emerged,
with not only the actors in the Middle East region
shaping this problem, but also the involvement
of global actors in the problem. In the world,
the Israel-Palestine problem has been discussed
from historical, human rights or ideological per-
spectives. With this globalizing problem, Latin
American countries that are far from the region
have generally taken sides due to their historical
relations with both countries. The harsh reaction
of most Latin American countries to the killing
of thousands of Palestinian civilians in the Isra-
el-Hamas conflict that started in October brought
the following question to mind: What is the his-
torical reason for the Latin American left's sup-
port for Palestine? It would be useful to examine
the historical background of this problem and its
current consequences.

Relations between Latin America and Palestine
began with the migration of Palestinian Chris-
tians to this region in the late 19th century. This
wave of migration continued to increase from the
end of the 19th century to the beginning of the
20th century. The Arabs who left the Ottoman
Empire were called "Turco” by Latin American
countries such as Argentina and Chile.

Developments in Latin American politics have
determined views on Palestine. During the peri-
od leading up to the left-wing government move-
ment known as the Pink Tide, Israeli propagan-
da was generally at the forefront because Latin
America was the backyard of the USA. In 1947,
with the United Nations (UN) General Assembly
resolution No. 181, the partition plan of Palestine
was accepted by most Latin American countries
except Cuba. From the 1960s to the 1980s, both
political relations and arms trade between Latin
America and Israel had great importance. The fact
that Israel sees these countries as supporters has
caused it to increase its investments in this region.

It is known that the coups and oppressive regimes
in this region during the Cold War years were
supported by the USA. However, Israel continued
to provide weapons support to these regimes in
the background, after the USA made statements
that it withdrew its support against oppressive re-

gimes from time to time due to public perception.
An example is the Pinochet regime in Chile.

With the Yom Kippur War in 1973, Arab coun-
tries imposed an oil embargo, which allowed Lat-
in American countries to pursue policies support-
ing Palestine. The first leader to cut ties with Israel
was the Cuban Fidel Castro.

With the end of the Cold War, the relationship
between Israel and the oppressive regimes in
Latin America was interrupted. The Second In-
tifada and the Pink Tide period emerged in the
2000s, and this period added a different dimen-
sion to the Palestinian problem. Although trade
relations with Israel continued during this period
when leftist governments came to power, most
of the Latin American countries reacted harshly
to Israel's attacks on Gaza. Following Operation
Cast Lead and the Mavi Marmara incident be-
tween 2008 and 2013, Argentina, Bolivia, Ecua-
dor, Chile, Honduras and El Salvador recognized
the independence of Palestine. Between 2015
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Arjantin, Bolivya, Ekvador, $ili, Honduras, EI Sal-
vador Filistin'in bagimsizligini tanimistir. 2015-
2020 yillar1 arasinda ise sag hiikiimetlerin iktidara
gelmesiyle Filistin sorunu, buna gore sekillenmis-
tir. Israil yanlisi Jair Bolsonaronun Brezilya hiikii-
metinin bagina ge¢mesi, bu déoneme 6rnek olarak
verilebilir.
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and 2020, when right-wing governments came to
power, the Palestine problem was shaped accord-
ingly. Pro-Israeli Jair Bolsonaro's election to the
head of the Brazilian government can be given as
an example of this period.

Son olarak, 7 Ekim 2023 tarihinde gerceklesen
Hamas'in Israile saldirisi sonucu ¢ogu Latin Ame-
rika iilkesi basta Hamas1 kinadi. Sonraki giinler-
de Israil'in Gazzedeki sivillere yonelik siddetli ve
orantisiz saldirilarina karsi Kolombiya, Sili, Hon-
duras ve Bolivya elciliklerini Israilden geri ¢ektik-
lerini aciklamiglardir. Genel olarak Israil'in saldi-
rilarini insan haklarina aykir1 olarak nitelendiren
Latin Amerika iilkeleri, Israile yaptirimlarin ger-
ceklestirilmesinden yana tavir almaktadir.

Sonug olarak Latin Amerika tilkeleri tarafindan
Israil-Filistin sorunu, tarih boyunca tek bir ¢iz-
gide ilerlememistir. Bu tilkelerin i¢ siyasetindeki
degisimler sonucu, hangi tarafta yer alacaklar1 be-
lirlenmistir. Genellikle solcu kesim tarafindan Fi-
listin sorunu, ge¢miste Latin Amerika tilkelerinin
yasadig1 somiirgecilige benzetilmektedir. Her ne
kadar bu bolgedeki Filistin Diasporas: etkili olsa
da Latin Amerika solu, Filistin’i bir dava olarak
goriip bu davanin pesinden gitmektedir.

Finally, as a result of Hamas' attack on Israel on
October 7, 2023, most Latin American countries
condemned Hamas. In the following days, Co-
lombia, Chile, Honduras and Bolivia announced
that they had withdrawn their embassies from Is-
rael in response to Israel's violent and dispropor-
tionate attacks on civilians in Gaza. Latin Amer-
ican countries, which generally describe Israel's
attacks as against human rights, are in favor of
imposing sanctions on Israel.

In conclusion, the Israeli-Palestinian problem has
not progressed in a single line throughout history
for Latin American countries. As a result of the
changes in the domestic politics of these coun-
tries, it was determined which side they would
be on. The Palestinian problem is often compared
by leftists to the colonialism experienced by Latin
American countries in the past. Although the Pal-
estinian Diaspora is influential in this region, the
Latin American left sees Palestine as a cause and
pursues this cause.

Orta Dogu bolgesi, Arap Bahari siireci ile birlikte
10 y1ili agkin bir siire istikrarsizliklarla bogusmak
durumunda kald1. Suriye, Libya, Yemen gibi iilke-
lerde i¢ savaslar yasanirken, degisim veya statii-
kodan yana tavir alan bolgesel aktorler arasinda
soz konusu ¢atigma alanlar1 {izerinden yiiriitiilen
bir gii¢ miicadelesi yasandi. Orta Doguda yasa-
nan sorunlarin dogasina uygun olarak diplomatik
ve siyasi girisimler yerine askeri araglar one ¢ikti,
is birliginin yerini ise rekabet ve vekil giicler tize-
rinden yiiriitiilen dolayli bir catisma stireci aldi.
2021 yili ile beraber “Arap Bahari sonrast” olarak
adlandirabilecegimiz yeni bir déneme girildi.

Bu yeni donemde, aralarinda uzun siiredir siyasi
sorun olan iilkeler arasinda normallesme siirecle-
ri yasandi. Bu kapsamda ilk kritik gelisme Katar
krizinin sona ermesiydi. Farkli dinamiklere bagl
olarak ama birbirini tetikleyen siirecler neticesin-
de, Turkiye'nin Birlesik Arap Emirlikleri (BAE),
Suudi Arabistan, Misir ve Israil ile normallesmesi,
Suriye rejiminin Arap tlkeleri ile iligki kurmaya
baglamasi ve yine kritik bir adim olarak Iran ve
Suudi Arabistan arasinda diplomatik iligkiler ku-
rulmasi gibi gelismeler yasandu.

Dolayistyla Orta Dogu bolgesi 2024 yilina istikrar,
ekonomik canlanma, diplomasinin 6ne ¢ikma-
s1 gibi beklentiler ile giriyordu. Ancak 7 Ekimde
Hamas'in Israile doniik eylemi ve sonrasinda Is-
rail'in Gazze’'ye doniik saldirilari, Orta Doguda is-
tikrarin ne kadar kirilgan oldugunu bir kez daha
gostermis oldu.

The Middle East region has been doomed to face
instability for more than 10 years with the Arab
Spring process. While civil wars were taking place
in countries such as Syria, Libya, and Yemen,
there was a power struggle between regional ac-
tors who wanted change and the ones who strove
to keep the status quo over these conflict areas.
Following the nature of the problems experienced
in the Middle East, military means came to the
fore instead of diplomatic and political initiatives,
and cooperation was replaced by a process of in-
direct conflict conducted through competition
and proxy forces. with the year 2021, a new era
has been entered, which we can call the “post-Ar-
ab Spring”

In this new period, deconfliction processes took
place between countries that had political prob-
lems for a long time. In this context, the first crit-
ical development was the end of the Qatar crisis.
Depending on different dynamics, but as a result
of mutually triggering processes, developments
such as Turkey's normalization with the UAE,
Saudi Arabia, Egypt, and Israel; the Syrian re-
gime's beginning to establish relations with Arab
countries, and as another critical step the estab-
lishment of diplomatic relations between Iran and
Saudi Arabia has occurred.

Therefore, the Middle East region was entering
the year 2024 with expectations such as stability,
economic revival, and the prominence of diplo-
macy. However, the action of Hamas against Israel
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[srail'in Gazze saldirilarinin Orta Dogu iizerinde-
ki ilk etkisi normallesme siireglerinin en azindan
belli bir siire rafa kalkmasi oldu. Bu etkinin en
fazla Tiirkiye-Israil iligkilerinde yasandig1 soyle-
nebilir. Israil'in Gazzede saldirilarini artirmasina

paralel olarak Tiirkiye Cumhurbaskan: Erdogan
planlanan Israil ziyaretini iptal ettigini agiklad1 ve
Ankara-Tel Aviv normallesmesinin en dnemli di-
namigi olan Dogu Akdeniz ve enerji alaninda im-
zalanmasi beklenen anlagmalar iptal oldu. Buna
kargilik Israil ile normallesme siirecleri baslatan
Korfez tilkeleri Gazze saldirilar1 konusunda soy-
lemsel diizeyde elestirel bir tutum alsalar da Isra-
ile kars1 somut yaptirimlar uygulama konusunda
¢ekimser davrandi. Bunun bir nedeni hali hazirda
yiriitiilen normallesme siiregleri oldugu kadar,
meseleyi Israil'in Filistine ve Filistinlilere déniik
saldirilar1 olarak gérmekten ziyade, Israil-Hamas
catismas1 olarak okumalariydi. Hamasin koken
itibariyla Miisliiman Kardesler’in Filistin kolu ol-
masi ve Korfez tilkelerinin Miisliiman Kardeslere

on October 7 and the subsequent Israeli attacks
on Gaza have once again shown how fragile sta-
bility is in the Middle East.

The first effect of Israel's Gaza attacks on the
Middle East was that, at least for a certain peri-
od, the normalization processes were shelved. It
can be said that this effect is most experienced
in Turkey-Israel relations. In parallel with Israel
increasing its attacks in Gaza, Turkish President
Erdogan canceled his planned visit to Israel, but
more importantly, the agreements expected to be
signed in the Eastern Mediterranean and ener-
gy fields, which are the most crucial dynamics of
Ankara-Tel-Aviv normalization, were canceled.
In contrast, the Gulf countries, which have initi-
ated normalization processes with Israel, have ab-
stained from imposing concrete sanctions against
Israel, although they have taken a condemning
attitude on a discourse level regarding the Gaza
attacks. As much as one of the reasons for this was
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iligkin tehdit algisi, Hamas iizerindeki Iran etkisi
gibi faktorler, Katar harig, Korfez tilkelerinin Isra-
il karsit1 tutumunun sinirlanmasina yol agti.

Kasim ay1 icinde Riyadda diizenlenen Islam Is-
birligi Teskilat1 ve Arap Birligi Ortak Zirvesi'nde
[sraile yonelik olarak diplomatik iliskilerin kesil-
mesi, hava sahalarinin kapatilmasi, savunma sa-
nayi alaninda alimlara son verilmesi gibi somut
yaptirim Onerileri Suudi Arabistan ve BAE gibi
tilkeler tarafindan kabul gérmedi. Dolayisiyla s6z
konusu tilkelerin orta vadede normallesme siireg-
lerini riske etmeden ancak kamuoyu beklentile-
rini de karsilayacak sekilde bir denge gozettikleri
soylenebilir. Bu arayis en azindan Korfez-Israil
normallesmesinin gelecegi agisindan kisa vade-
de daha ileri adimlarin atilmasi 6niinde bir engel
ancak orta ve uzun vadede iligkilerin bir sekilde
gozetilecegine iliskin bir tablo ortaya koymakta-
dir. Bu tespitin Tiirkiye ve Katar agisindan gecer-
li olmadig1 séylenebilir. Zira s6z konusu iilkeler
[srail'in saldirilar1 konusunda hem soylemsel dii-
zeyde ¢ok daha sert bir séylem benimsedi hem de
Hamas ile irtibatin korunmasi, enerji anlagmala-
rinin iptali gibi adimlar atmaktan geri durmadi.

Uluslararast basinda Israil giivenlik kaynaklari-
na dayandirilarak, Israil istihbaratinin Tiirkiye,
Liibnan ve Katar'da yasayan Hamas liderlerini 61-
diirmek i¢in plan hazirlamaya basladig1 ve emrin
dogrudan Bagbakan Binyamin Netanyahu tarafin-
dan verildigine iliskin haberler dolagima siiriildii.
Cumhurbagkani Recep Tayyip Erdogan, Israil'in
Filistin disinda yagsayan Hamas {iyelerine yonelik
suikast planlarina iliskin, "Tiirkiye'ye, Tirklere
kars1 boyle bir adimi atmaya ciiret ederlerse bu-
nun bedelini, bir daha bellerini dogrultamayacak
surette, 6demeye mahkum olurlar” seklinde sert
bir yanit verdi.

Tiirkiye-Israil iligkisinin yeniden normallesme
siirecine donebilmesi a¢isindan belirleyici faktor
[srailin Gazzedeki saldirilarini ne kadar siire ve
boyut ile sinirlandiracagi olacaktir. Israil'in Gazze

the normalization processes that were already be-
ing carried out, another reason was that they saw
the issue as an Israel-Hamas conflict, rather than
seeing it as Israel's attacks on Palestine and the
Palestinians. Factors such as the fact that Hamas
is the Palestinian branch of the Muslim Brother-
hood by origin, the Gulf countries' perception of
the threat to the Muslim Brotherhood, and the
Iranian influence on Hamas, have led to the lim-
itation of the Gulf countries' anti-Israeli attitude,
except for Qatar.

At the Joint Summit of the Organization of Islamic
Cooperation and the Arab League held in Riyadh
in November, concrete proposals for sanctions
against Israel, such as cutting diplomatic relations,
closing air spaces, and ending purchases in the
defense industry, were not accepted by countries
such as Saudi Arabia and the UAE. Therefore, it
can be said that these countries, in the medium
term, are pursuing a balance that won't risk the
normalization processes, but will also meet pub-
lic expectations. This pursuit is an obstacle to the
improvement of the future of Gulf-Israeli normal-
ization in the short term, however, it reveals a pic-
ture that indicates relations are to be maintained
in the medium and long term. It can be said that
this determination is not valid for Turkey and Qa-
tar. Because the countries in question adopted a
much harsher discourse on Israel's attacks both
at the discursive level and did not stop from tak-
ing steps such as maintaining contact with Hamas
and canceling energy agreements.

Moreover, reports were circulated in the interna-
tional press, based on Israeli security sources, that
Israeli intelligence had begun preparing plans to
kill Hamas leaders living in Turkey, Lebanon, and
Qatar, and that the order was given directly by
Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu. President
Recep Tayyip Erdogan responded harshly to Isra-
el's assassination plans against Hamas members
living outside Palestine by saying, "If they dare to
take such a step against Turkey, against the Turks,

Irak
isgali Orta Doguda Siinni-$ii toplumlar arasinda
mezhepsel catigmalar ve i¢ savaslarin fitilini ates-
ledi. Suriye I¢ Savasi ile birlikte bu dinamik daha
da giiclendi. Ayni sekilde giiclii bir Irak, Iran'in

they will be condemned to pay the price for it in
a way that they will never be able to straighten
themselves again."

The decisive factor for the Turkish-Israeli rela-
tions to return to the normalization process again
will be how much Israel will limit its attacks in
Gaza in terms of duration and scope. The general
expectation regarding the Israeli attacks on Gaza
is that the duration will be extended and the scope
will expand both in terms of geography and at-
tacks. Based on this determination and the esca-
lating course of the crisis in the Turkish-Israeli re-
lationship, it is possible to say that normalization
will be shelved at best in 2024.

Another important result of the Gaza War was
that the Palestinian issue came back to the agenda
strongly and, accordingly, the basis of competi-
tion and conflict in the Middle East was moved
from the inter-Arab or Gulf-Iranian equation to
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Orta Dogu’ya gii¢ enjekte edebilmesinin oniinde
set cekerken Irak isgali ile birlikte Iran acgisindan
bu engel ortadan kalkt1 ve Iran'in bélgesel niifuzu
artt1. Iran, bolgesel niifuzunu Siilik ve devlet disi
Sii aktorler tizerinden inga etti. Bu da basta Suu-
di Arabistan olmak iizere bircok Arap iilkesinde
[ran yayilmaciligina karg1 bir tehdit algisi yaratti
ve bolgedeki mezhepsel kutuplasma derinlesti.

Korfez'in tehdit algilamasinda Iran’in 6ne ¢ikma-
st Korfez iilkelerinin denge arayisinda Israil’i or-
tak olarak gorme egilimini gliclendirdi. Korfez ve
Israil arasindaki normallesme siireclerinin arka
planinda diger faktorlerin yani sira ortak tehdit
algis1 da onemli bir dinamik olmustu. Boylece
2003 sonras1 donemde Orta Doguda rekabet ve
catigmalar, Israil-Arap iilkeleri zemininden Arap
tilke ve halklarinin kendi arasina taginmis oldu.
Ancak Israilin Gazze saldirilari, Israil-Filistin
meselesini yeniden giiclii bir sekilde giindeme ge-
tirirken, Israil'in bolge istikrar1 agisindan biiyiik
bir risk olusturdugu gercegi hatirlanmis oldu. Bu
tespitten yola c¢ikarak bolgede yeniden “Israile

the Arab-Israeli dimension. The struggle against
ethnic-sectarian conflicts and rising Iranian in-
fluence in the Middle East has become a phenom-
enon that began with the US invasion of Iraq and
became more prominent with the Syrian Civil
War. The invasion of Iraq ignited the fuse of sec-
tarian conflicts and civil wars between Sunni-Shi-
ite societies in the Middle East. This dynamic has
become even stronger with the Syrian Civil War.
In the same way, while a strong Iraq set a barrier
in front of Iran's ability to inject power into the
Middle East, with the invasion of Iraq, this ob-
stacle disappeared and Iran's regional influence
increased. Iran has built its regional influence
through Shiism and non-state Shiite actors. This
has created the perception of a threat against Ira-
nian expansionism in many Arab countries, espe-
cially Saudi Arabia, and the sectarian polarization
in the region has deepened.

The prominence of Iran in the Gulf's threat per-
ception has strengthened the tendency of the Gulf
countries to see Israel as a partner in the search for

Gazzede ga-
tisan taraflarin dis destek boyutuna bakildiginda
Israil kanadinda ABD ve Hamas tarafinda Iran
one c¢ikmaktadir. Dolayisiyla Gazze Savasrnin
Orta Doguda ABD-Iran arasindaki gii¢ miicade-
lesi agisindan dogrudan sonuglari oldu. Iran, Orta
Doguda ABD ile yiiriittiigii miicadelesinde, kendi
kontrol ettigi/yonlendirdigi devlet dis1 aktdrlerin
ABD ¢ikarlarina saldirilar: {izerinden “yipratma
savasl” olarak nitelendirebilecegimiz uzun siireli
bir yontem takip etmektedir.

[ran'in “direnis ekseni” olarak ifade ettigi ittifak
sisteminin bilesenlerinden biri saldiriya ugradi-
ginda diger bilegenler Iran’in da yénlendirmesiyle
hemen aktive olabilmektedir.

Iran'in bélgede kulla-
nabilecegi araglar Hizbullah ile sinirh degil. iran,
Irak ve Suriyede kendisinin yonlendirdigi $ii mi-
lis gruplar tizerinden s6z konusu iilkelerdeki ABD
varligini hedef almaya basladi. Bu ABD’ye “eger
[srail'i kosulsuz olarak desteklemeye devam eder
ve Israil'i ateskese ikna etmezsen savasin senin
acindan da dogrudan sonuglar1 olacaktir” mesaji
vermek amaclidir. Zira Israil ile Hamas arasinda
imzalanan kisa ateskes siirecinde Iran destekli
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balance. Among other factors in the background
of the normalization processes between the Gulf
and Israel, the perception of a common threat had
been an important dynamic. Thus, in the post-
2003 period, rivalries and conflicts in the Middle
East have moved from the Israeli-Arab countries
to the between Arab countries and their people.
However, while the Israeli attacks on Gaza have
brought the Israeli-Palestinian issue back on the
agenda in a strong way, the fact that Israel poses a
great risk to the stability of the region has been re-
membered. Based on this determination, it is im-
possible to predict that an equation in the form of
“Arab countries against Israel” will be established
in the region again. But at least it has turned out
that normalization with Israel is not so easy, and
the viability of peace processes in which the ex-
pectations of the Palestinians are not taken into
account is impossible.

The three countries that felt the effects of the Gaza
War most closely in the Middle East were Leba-
non, Iraq, and Syria. This effect appeared in con-
nection with the risk of further regionalization
of the Gaza War. When we look at the extent of
external support for the parties to the conflict in
Gaza, the United States stands out on the Israeli
side and Iran on the Hamas side. Therefore, the
Gaza War had direct consequences in terms of
the power struggle between the United States and
Iran in the Middle East. In its struggle with the
United States in the Middle East, Iran is following
a long-term method that we can characterize as a
“war of attrition” through attacks on US interests
by non-state actors that it controls/directs.

When one of the components of the alliance sys-
tem, which Iran refers to as the “axis of resistance’,
is attacked, the other components can be acti-
vated immediately with the direction of Iran. In
this respect, the Lebanese Hezbollah is the most
prominent actor. In parallel with the beginning of
the Gaza War, a conflict has started between Israel
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gruplar ABD ve Israile déniik saldirilarini net bir
sekilde durdurdu ve ateskesin sona ermesi ile ye-
niden bagladi.

If Israel continues and deepens its attacks in
Gaza, it will increase the risk of the war spilling
over into Lebanon. The tools that Iran can use in
the region are not limited to Hezbollah. Iran has
started targeting the US presence in these coun-
tries through the Shiite militia groups it directs in
Iraq and Syria. This is intended to send a message
to the United States that “if you continue to sup-
port Israel unconditionally and do not convince
Israel to a cease-fire, the war will have direct con-
sequences for you as well” For, during the short
ceasefire signed between Israel and Hamas, the
Iranian-backed groups stopped their attacks
against the United States and Israel and resumed
with the expiration of the ceasefire. This was an
indication of Iran's capacity to influence the ac-
tors in question and what Iran expects the United
States to do.

Based on all these assessments, it can be said that
among other consequences, the Gaza War will
have three main effects on the near and medi-
um-term future of the Middle East. Firstly, the
approach of the countries with political problems
improving relations through economic coopera-
tion is risky and it is difficult to achieve lasting
stability without agreeing on a common ground
on the main problems.

Secondly, with the support of the United States,
Israel's efforts to gain legitimacy in the region
and direct competition and conflict with Iran
may come to naught. While Israel thinks that it
has eliminated the “threat” in Gaza, paradoxically,
it may have to fight more opponents both inside
Palestine and in the region. Finally, it is already
seen that competition over non-state actors and
proxy forces will strengthen in the Middle East as
an increasing trend.

There are many details that should be
underlined and not forgotten. I wish you pleasant
reading.

The concept of self-defense is a principle express-
ing the right of a state or individual to defend it-
self. This concept is often used in the context of
international law and represents a state's right to
legitimate defense. Self-defense recognizes the
right of a state or individual to protect themselves
against attacks directed at them. This right allows
the party under a justified threat to use necessary
and proportionate force in its defense.

The principle of self-defense aims to protect the
sovereign rights and national security of states. A
state has the right to defend itself against attacks
within or outside its borders.

The uniqueness of each self-defense incident and
the inability to clearly define its boundaries leave
law and international relations in debate on this
issue. Another problem from an international re-
lations perspective is the transparency of provi-
sions. The tendency of those in the decision-mak-
ing mechanism of states to portray other countries
with which they have close relations as innocent is
as obvious as the simplest needs of man.

Self-defense is a harsh weapon that focuses on
maintaining authority and independence. A state
can act based on the principle of self-defense to
ensure its security within its borders and protect
its national interests. This is an important element
